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Celebrating the 25th anniversary of the North Down Museum 

 

Have you ever wondered what Northern Ireland was like 50 years ago? What about 150 years ago? Or even 1,000 years ago?
 
You might think that unless you can borrow the keys to Doc Brown’s Delorean or jump aboard Dr Who’s Tardis you will never get the chance to find out; that is unless you decide to take a trip to the North Down Museum which this year celebrates the 25th anniversary of its opening.
 
The North Down Museum, which is situated behind the Bangor Town Hall, in beautiful wooded surroundings, contains many permanent exhibitions that bring to life the history of North Down including The Bangor Bell, which is dated to the period of the Viking invasions of Ireland in the 9th Century and an open-air full size replica of a monk's cell, through to Bangor’s nostalgic seaside heyday.
 
To mark the 25th anniversary of the museum there will be a number of events and activities taking place on Saturday 31st October including the unveiling of a memorial plaque on the Ward Park Gun dedicated to Bangor’s Victoria Cross winner, Commander Barry Bingham. 
 
Commenting on the anniversary, Ian Wilson, North Down Museum Manager said, ‘Everyone at the museum is really proud of what we have achieved in the 25 years since the museum opened. I know I speak for everyone at the museum when I say we feel privileged to have been given the responsibility to care for and preserve the history of the area for everyone to enjoy.’
 
Ian went on to say, ‘We wanted to take the opportunity that our anniversary presented to thank our many supporters who have helped make the last 25 years such a success, and like the historians that we are, we thought the best way to do this was to compile a list of the top 25 historical reasons to visit the museum and the North Down area for all to enjoy.’
 
Celebrations of the 25th anniversary of the museum's opening will take place on the 31st October with events for children during the day and a very special Murder Mystery evening in Bangor Castle (Town Hall) for adults. Other events will take place throughout the year alongside the many seasonal events and exhibits that the museum has on display.
